The Masonry Association of Florida recently hosted its inaugural Apprentice 
Fastest Trowel Competition, where apprentices from across the state showcased 
their masonry skills. The challenge was to lay the highest number of level, 
plumb, and true concrete masonry units within a tight 20-minute window. 
 

In a display of exceptional strength and craftsmanship, the winners emerged as 
follows: Leslie Manning of Masonry Builders, Inc. secured the 3rd place with 155 
points and 38 block laid, while Maurice Stringer, a MCAF Tampa Apprentice, 
claimed 2nd place with 188 points, 48 block. However, the ultimate champion of 
the competition was Tyson Martin, also from Masonry Builders Inc., who 
skillfully laid an impressive 190 points, 54 block in just 20 minutes! These 
talented apprentices were rewarded with cash prizes for their outstanding 
dedication and precision in the art of masonry.
